A The vital signs management system server is capable of collecting numerical values
and actual waveform information obtained from vital signs monitors, linking with the
hospital information system, and referencing vital data while the patient is in bed and
after they have been discharged.

B The central monitor is capable of collecting vital signs from multiple patients from
bedside monitors and transmitters, continuously monitoring them, displaying them on
the screen, and generating alarms. It will also have the capability to detect
arrhythmias and apnea. Additionally, it will be able to link with the vital signs
management system server.

C The bedside monitor displays the patient's vital signs on the screen, generates alarms,
detects arrhythmia and apnea, and can store continuous numerical data and waveforms.
It can also link with a central monitor.

D The transmitter is attached to the patient who requires continuous wireless

monitoring, and has the function of deriving vital signs and transmitting them to a



central monitor.

E The ventilator is capable of setting ventilation modes according to the patient's needs,
and should have basic ventilation modes that allow for setting tidal volume or
inspiratory pressure.

Additionally, it should have functions for displaying measured values and setting
alarms.

F The manual defibrillator is capable of asynchronous defibrillation eliminate
ventricular fibrillation or ventricular tachycardia and synchronous defibrillation to
treat atrial flutter. In addition to the transcutaneous pacing function for temporary
bradycardia treatment, it also has an AED mode. Furthermore, this device can be
powered by both AC and battery to respond to emergencies.
